 Broadway to 32
nd

 Street Hudson Bergen Light Rail Station Parking Lot for pick up 

 Bus will bring you directly to HFA 

 

Avenue C bus route 

 #81 bus to 10
th

 street 

 Walk two blocks west to Avenue A, then 2 blocks south to HFA 

 

From Staten Island 

 Broadway bus picks up at Trantor Avenue between Walker & Hooker Place directly 

across the street from the public school playground (off Morningstar Road) 

 Return bus service available immediately after school 

 

 

From Jersey City, Hoboken, Weehawken or Union City 

Boulevard bus route from Journal Square 

 #10 bus (Coach USA) along Kennedy Boulevard to 8

 Street 

 Walk one block west to Avenue A

Boulevard Bus: 

Bus tickets to/from Jersey City – 20 trips for $28.70 

Bus tickets to/from Bayonne - 20 trips for $19.40 

 

 

Broadway Bus  

Bus fare cards to/from Bayonne – 10 trips for $10.25  

Bus fare cards to/from Staten Island – 10 trips $13.25
